BSE has issued a Circular to Listed Companies on July 5, 2018 informing about amendment to
Regulation 40 of Securities and Exchange Board of India (Listing Obligations and Disclosure
Requirements) Regulations, 2015 vide Gazette notification dated June 8, 2018. Accordingly, with
effect from December 5, 2018 transfer of securities would be carried out in dematerialized form only.
